Then, we will begin our discussion of Decentralized Finance (DeFi) by focusing on
decentralized exchanges (DEXes).

Wwe’'ll continue by discussing other types of DeFi applications and protocols, such as
collateralized and flash loans, derivatives, and tokenization.

We will also discuss the risks of DeFi.
